I would like to inform you of a new research report which has reached my attention and which has potentially important implications for the future development of relations between the United States and Taiwan.

Under the Taiwan Relations Act the United States does not recognize Taiwan as an independent sovereign country, and this has always been a source of great sorrow to the Taiwan people.  Nevertheless this research report concludes that the actual relationship between Taiwan and the United States is much closer than any members of the Congress currently realize.

At the same time, this report suggests that there may have been serious mistakes made by the Bureau of East Asian and Pacific Affairs at the State Department over the last fifty years which have resulted in keeping the true nature of the “Taiwan status” a secret.

Since you are scheduled to pay an upcoming visit to Taiwan on ____date____ , I would like to have the opportunity for you to meet with the research coordinator and discuss this new information in detail.  He has prepared a brief summary report of approximately 25 pages, and posted additional information on the internet.

However, due to the sensitive nature of this material, we would hope to meet with you in person and discuss it privately.
